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For holis�c development of children, they need to be provided with an environment 

that allows them to experiment with their thoughts, ideas and crea�vity. In the 

absence of right s�mulus for growth, they will be limited in their ability to perceive, 

judge and reason. Pu�ng in place the right system, mechanism and methodology to aid their 

growth can help make achievers out of children.

Over the last more than 30 years, through Summer Camp on Entrepreneurial S�mula�on for 

Children, EDII has been giving a powerful pla�orm to children across the na�on to evolve, by 

introducing them to winning trades and competencies.

The Na�onal Camps have thus groomed 2730 children �ll date. This year the  camp, 44th and 

45th in the series, has been scheduled during May 4 to 9, 2025 & May 24 to 29, 2025.

OBJECTIVE :

The objec�ve of the camp is to inculcate the 'Spirit of Enterprise and Achievement' in 

children so that they target higher – order achievements.

VENUE :

The camp will be organized at the award-winning EDII Campus, Ahmedabad. Well-equipped, 
AC classrooms with modern ameni�es will be made available. Par�cipants would be 
accommodated in AC rooms on a twin-sharing basis.

HIGHLIGHTS OF THE CAMP :

• 12 to 16-year-old children are eligible. The number of par�cipants is limited to 90. 

Adequate arrangements are made for girls, such as appointment of a lady caretaker.

• Since focus is on ac�vi�es, there is no language bar. However, par�cipants are expected to 

communicate in either English, Hindi, or Gujara�.

• Ac�vi�es include mental gyms, mo�va�on and crea�vity exercises, puzzles, value 

educa�on, presenta�ons, learning through success stories, industry visits, and 'yoga'.

• The en�re group will be divided into two sub-groups of 12 to 14 (Group – A) years and 14 

to 16 (Group – B) years.

• A parents' meet will be organized to brief them on their ward's performance and 

poten�al.

• Formal and informal interac�on with well-known entrepreneurs and achievers from 

various fields will be organized to mo�vate the children to target mega successes in life.
